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SUMMER SUNDAYS ARE HERE!  
Now through Rally Day, September 7, the 
10:30 service of the Holy Eucharist will be 
our summer-style “Kid-friendly” mode: 
shorter (no more than an hour), with easy 
hymns and songs and an “interactive” 
sermon involving the children.  All ages 
are welcome.  You get to see the sermons 

as well as hear 
them, and that 
includes the 
priceless, 
spontaneous 
contributions 
of the kids!  
(Lots of adults 
like these 
sermons too.)  
The 8:30 

service continues as usual (shorter, no 
music, more contemplative, with sermons 
geared for adults.)  Copies of previous 
weeks’ sermons are available on our 
website (www.stbarnabas-sbnj.org) and on 
the table in the Welcoming Area (where 
there sometimes are copies of the current 
day’s sermons as well).  The 5:30 pm 
service on the First Sunday of each month 
(July 6, August 3, September 7 etc.) is 
informal, come as you are.  Fellowship 
and refreshments will follow the 10:30 
services.

VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL is the 
highlight of the summer at St. Barnabas!

FINANCIAL UPDATE: Through June, 
pledge & envelope giving (which is 75% 
of parish income) was 
running slightly behind 
2007’s year-to-date 
results, whereas we 
budgeted for a 4% 
increase.  Please check 
your second quarter 
pledge statement when 
it comes this month 
and, if you are behind, 
catch up when you can.  
If adversity has made it necessary (or 
bounty has made it possible) for you to 
revise your pledge (or make a new one), 

simply write the Treasurer c/o the 
church.  Monthly Treasurer’s Reports are 
posted on the Vestry Bulletin Board next 
to the kitchen.  If you are away during 
any part of the summer, please mail your 
pledge check to the church at 142 Sand 
Hill Road, Monmouth Junction, NJ 
08852.  Thanks to you, our mission and 
ministry continue year-round. 

We are making real progress in response 
to the “CHALLENGE GIFT” which 
will make it possible for the church to 
pay off its bank mortgage early, 
potentially freeing up more of our 
pledge dollars for mission and 
ministry.  An Anonymous Donor has 
offered to match, dollar for dollar, 
special gifts made to our Mortgage 

Retirement Fund made between now 
and May 31, 2009.  If we receive 
$27,500 in special gifts (not re-directions 
of operating fund pledges) by December 
31, 2008, the bank mortgage could be 
paid off in early January!  Through June 
30, we have received gifts and pledges of 
$14,440 for this Fund.  Many thanks to 
all who have already given and/or 
pledged!  Gifts of all sizes are welcome.  
Names are and can be added to the 
memorial plaque just outside of the 
sanctuary with a memorial gift of $1,000 
or more.

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households gave an average of $600 each 
(the amount per adult of the federal 
government’s “stimulus rebates”) we 
would meet our goal.  Let’s continue to 
“multiply loaves and fishes” together! 

The final net proceeds (which went to the 
General 
Operating 
Budget of 
the 
church) of 
the April 
12 Time, 
Talents & Treasures Auction were 
$10,697.  Many thanks to all who 
volunteered, donated and/or purchased!  
Next year’s T, T & T Auction is 
tentatively scheduled for Saturday, March 
28. 

The May 17 African Dinner and Auction 
netted a total of $1,911.85 for G.O.A.L. 
Project (Global Outreach for Addiction 
Leadership and Learning), specifically the 
WEMA Widows’ ministry feeding 
A.I.D.S. orphans in the Rift Valley of 
Kenya (see details posted at church).
